Course...

Whatever your aspirations for your child’s future,

we have a course to make it happen. We have a

Each learner’s study programme is tailored to their
individual needs to help them achieve their education
and employment goals. Initially based on their entry
qualification, a study programme will be a clear route
to show how each learner can progress from college to
employment.

Alongside their full-time course, your child will also study:

English/Welsh & Maths:
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If your child hasn’t achieved a C or above in Maths and/or English/Welsh, we will support them to retake these

subjects as part of their study programme.

However, as retaking these GCSEs will be an additional demand on their time, it is in their interest to work to achieve
them first time round. All learners, regardless of GCSE results, will be expected to make further progress in their
literacy and numeracy skills. Opportunities to do this will be embedded in course assignment tasks, as well as in work
experience and other activities. For many courses, we require a minimum number of GCSEs at grade A*-C, ideally

including Maths and English/Welsh.

Digital & Employability Skills:

When your child starts college, if they have achieved their Maths and/or English/Welsh GCSEs, they will complete

Digital Literacy and/or Employability as part of their study programme.

Advanced Skills Baccalaureate Wales:

This new and innovative qualification is graded A*-E and carries the same UCAS points as an additional A Level.

The course helps your child develop essential transferable skills to support them to become effective, responsible
and active citizens. It is highly regarded by universities and employers alike. As part of the qualification, they will
learn about Global Citizenship, take part in community engagement, work on their own future destination, undertake

community engagement hours and complete an Individual Research Project on a topic of their choice.

Financial Support

Financial support to help fund your child’s studies

may be available. Depending on your individual
circumstances, they may be eligible for financial help to
support their studies. We have a team of advisers who
will be able to guide you through the details. Financial
support that may be available includes:

Education Maintenance
Allowance (EMA)

If your child is aged 16-18 and studying on a course for
more than 12 hours a week, they may be able to get £40
a week. EMA is means-tested, so ask Learner Services
for more information.

Learner Support Fund (LSF)

Need money to help with the costs of uniforms,
equipment or childcare?

The Learner Support Fund provides financial support
to full-time learners who may struggle to cover some

of the costs associated with their course. The fund can
help towards meeting the costs of DBS (Disclosure

and Barring Service - formerly CRB) checks, hostel
accommodation, uniforms, kits, equipment, studio fees,
some trips, transport and childcare. Learner Services
staff can provide guidance and information about what
financial support may be available to you.

Daily Meal Allowance

The Daily Meal Allowance is available for learners aged
16 to 18 enrolled on a full-time programme who received
free school meals. Learner Services staff can provide
further information.

Free Breakfast

Breakfast is widely recognised as the most important
meal of the day. As part of our commitment to health
and well-being, you will be able to access a free daily
breakfast at all of our campuses.
